The bill would, subject to an appropriation for this purpose, require
that an individual who is approved for a teaching assignment in
accordance with those provisions be eligible for a bonus payment of
$1,000 per year, for up to five years, and the school to which the
individual is assigned would be required to receive a matching bonus
of $1,000 per year, for each year that the individual continues to teach
at that school, for up to five years. The bill would allow an individual
whois approved for a teaching assignment under those provisions who
teaches at a low-performing school, as defined, to receive a bonus
payment of $2,000 per year, and the school to which the individual is
assigned would be required to receive a matching bonus of $2,000 per
year, for that period of time.

The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. (a) This act shall be known, and may be cited
as, the California State Troops to Teachers Act.

(b) The Legislature finds and declares as follows:

(1) The federal government has a program called “Troops to
Teachers” that encourages military and defense workers to enter
the teaching profession.

(2) The “Troops to €achers’program has proven to be highly
successful and has demonstrated that military personnel are
well-suited to enter the teaching profession.

(3) The federal government is no longer funding the “Troops
to Teachers” program due to the shortage of military persons
worldwide.
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(4) There is an urgent need for qualified teachers in California.

(5) California is home to the largest military retiree and
veterans populations in the United States.

(c) We do hereby establish the California State Troops to
Teachers Act.

dollars ($1,000) per year, for each year that the individual
continues to teach at the school, for up to five years.

(2) For purposes of this section, a low-performing school is a
school that performs in the bottom 25th percentile, based on the
Academic Performance Index developed pursuant to Section
52052.
