Existing law requires each school to adopt a comprehensive school
safety plan by March 1, 2000, and to review and update its plan by
March 1, every year thereatfter.

This bill would specify that a new school campus that begiiesiog
classes to pupils after March 1, 2001, must comply with these
requirements.

The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 35294.6 of the Education Code is
amended to read:

35294.6. (a) Each school shall adopt its comprehensive
school safety plan by March 1, 2000, and shall review and update
its plan by March 1, every year thereaffemew school campus
that begins offering classes to pupils after March 1, 2001, shall
adopt a comprehensive school safety plan within one year of
initiating operation, and shall review angbdate its plan by March
1, every year thereafter.
