LEGISLATIVE COUNSELS DIGEST

SB 85, as amended, Murray. Contracts: health studios.

Existing law regulates contracts for health studio services, defined to
include contracts for instruction, training, or assistance in exercising,
bodybuilding, and any other such physical skills. The law provides that
the length of the term of these contracts may not exceed 3 years, nor may
they require payments or financing over a period of more than 3 years.
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This bill would prohibit a contract for health studio services from
requiring payments or financing that exceed the term of the contract.
This bill would also require a contract for health studio services to make
specified disclosures about the length of the term of the contract.
