LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

SB 772, as amended, Johannessen. 27th District Agricultural
Association Fairgrounds State government.

This bill would declare the intent of the Legislature to provide
adequate funding for the operation of state government.

Existing law generally regulates district agricultural associations.
This bill would appropriate from the General Fund to the 27th

District Agricultural Association, the sum of $1,766,215 for the
purpose of upgrading the 27th District Agricultural Association
Fairgrounds, as specified.

The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated from the General
SECTION 1. It is the intent of the Legislature to provide

adequate funding for the operation of state government.
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Fund to the 27th District Agricultural Association, the sum of one
million seven hundred sixty-six thousand two hundred fifteen
dollars ($1,766,215) for the purpose of upgrading the 27th District
Agricultural Association Fairgrounds, to be allocated as follows:

(a) One hundred ninety-six thousand five hundred dollars
($196,500) for site drainage, including installing approximately
3,600 linear feet of storm drain, 20 drop inlets, two headwalls, and
connection to the City of Anderson storm drain system.

(b) Fifty-six thousand one hundred fifty dollars ($56,150) to
install approximately 1,700 linear feet of water lines, three fire
hydrants, and four separate water lines to service concession
stands, restrooms, and other structures.

(c) Sixty-four thousand nine hundred dollars ($64,900) to
install approximately 1,110 linear feet of sanitary sewer line, two
manholes, a lift station, and two separate sewer lines to service
concession stands, restrooms, and other structures.

(d) Four hundred one thousand dollars ($401,000) to trench
and install approximately 5,800 linear feet of electric conduit and
wire, and replace existing light towers with 33 energy efficient
light standards.

(e) One million forty-seven thousand six hundred sixty-five
dollars ($1,047,665) to relocate Lassen Drive in the City of
Anderson, including paving parking lots on the fair premises.
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
