LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

AB 2135, as amended, Vargas. Emergency services: liability.

Existing law provides that any person who is under the influence of
an alcoholic beverage, any drug, or the combination of an alcoholic
beverage and any drug, whose negligent operation of a motor vehicle,
a boat or vessel, or a civil aircraft caused by that influence
proximately causes any incident resulting in an appropriate emergency
response, and any person whose intentionally wrongful conduct
proximately causes an incident resulting in an appropriate emergency
response, is liable for the expense of an emergency response by a
public agency to the incident.

This bill would provide that any person 18 years of age or older who
krowingly—makes is convicted of making a false police report—er
whoese—eriminal—conduct—related—to—a, and that false police report
proximately causes an appropriate emergency response by a public
agency, is liable for the expense of the emergency response made by
the respondlng public agency to the incident-upen-conviction-ef-any

The bill
would specify that a public agency shall be entitled to satlsfactlon for
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any judgment for expenses for an emergency response under specified
conditions.
