LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

SB 1383, as introduced, Denham. State agencies: exhibits.

Existing law authorizes any state agency to make exhibits descriptive
or illustrative of any activity or pursuit relating to itswork or affairs at
any international, state, district, county, or municipal fair, exposition,
or exhibit, authorized or recognized by the laws of the state or acts of
Congress, and pay all actual and necessary expensesincurred in making
the exhibits from any appropriation available for the use, support, or
maintenance of the agency.

This bill would make technical, nonsubstantive changes to these
provisions.
