LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

AB 306, as amended, Fuller. Elections—sample—balots voter
pamphlets.

Existing law requires the Secretary of Sate to prepare a state ballot
pamphlet and to disseminate the complete contents of the state ballot
pamphlet over the Internet. Existing law requiresthe Secretary of State
to mail ballot pamphlets to voters.

This bill would require the Secretary of State to establish a process
to allow votersto opt out of receiving the state ball ot pamphlet by mail.
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Vote: majority. Appropriation: no. Fiscal committee: yes.
State-mandated local program: yesno.

The people of the Sate of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 9094.5 is added to the Elections Code,
to read:

9094.5. The Secretary of State shall establish a process to
enable a voter to opt out of receiving by mail the state ballot
pamphlet prepared pursuant to Section 9081. This process shall
become effective only after the Secretary of State certifiesthat the
state has a statewide voter registration database that complies
with the federal Help America Vote Act of 2002 (42 U.SC. Sec.
15301 et seq.).
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
