WHEREAS, Cdlifornia’ssmall businessesareintegral to asound
economic foundation of this state because small businesses provide
a majority of al private sector jobs and constantly create new
employment opportunities for Californians; and

WHEREAS, Cdlifornia’s small businesses are critical to the
current economic health of this state because small businesses
produce more than one-half of California’s gross domestic product;
and

WHEREAS, Cdlifornia’s small businesses are a key factor in
the future success of the state’s economy because small businesses
areinnovative forcesin the marketplace and are among those most
likely to take risks to create new technologies and industries; and

WHEREAS, A 2009 study conducted at California State
University, Sacramento, concluded that state contracting with small
businessesin Californiaresulted in more money being distributed
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within the state economy than contracting with larger businesses;
