AB 275, as amended, Alejo. Migrant education.
Existing law requires the State Board of Education to adopt a state

master plan for services to migrant children. Under existing law, with
the concurrence of a child’s parent, a child who has been identified as
a “migrant child” may be deemed a migrant child for a period, not in
excess of 3 years, during which the child resides in an area where
programs are provided for migrant children. Existing law also requires
the Superintendent of Public Instruction to take the steps necessary to
ensure effective parental involvement throughout the state migrant
education program, which include establishing a statewide parent
advisory council, as specified, to participate in the planning, operation,
and evaluation of the state migrant education program. Existing law
further requires the council to meet a minimum of 6 times per calendar
year to provide input on issues relating to the operation of the program.

This bill would make a nonsubstantive change to the latter provision
instead require the council to meet 9 times per calendar year to provide
input on issues relating to the operation of the program.

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The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

 line 1 SECTION 1. Section 54444.2 of the Education Code is amended
 line 2 to read:
 line 3 54444.2. (a)  The Superintendent of Public Instruction shall
 line 4 take the steps necessary to ensure effective parental involvement
 line 5 throughout the state migrant education program, which shall
 line 6 include, but need not be limited to, the following:
 line 7 (1)  The Superintendent shall adopt rules and regulations
 line 8 requiring each operating agency receiving migrant education funds
 line 9 or services to actively solicit parental involvement in the planning,

 line 10 operation, and evaluation of its programs through the establishment
 line 11 of, and consultation with, a parent advisory council.
 line 12 (A)  The membership of each parent advisory council shall be
 line 13 comprised composed of members who are knowledgeable of about
 line 14 the needs of migrant children, and shall be elected by the parents
 line 15 of migrant children enrolled in the operating agency’s programs.
 line 16 The composition of the council shall be determined by the parents
 line 17 at a general meeting to which all parents of pupils enrolled in the
 line 18 migrant program shall be invited.
