LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

AB 671, as amended, Logue. Health-care-serviceptans—Sate Air
Resources Board: regulations: data sets.

Existing law generally designates the State Air Resources Board as
the state agency with the primary responsibility for the control of
vehicular air pollution, and air pollution control districtsand air quality
management districts with the primary responsibility for the control of
air pollution from all sources other than vehicular sources. The law
requires the state board to adopt standards, rules, and regulations
necessary to carry out its duties, including administering the California
Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006 and implementing the federal
Clean Air Act. The law requires the state board to make available to
the public certain information related to air quality and its impacts
before the comment period for any regulation proposed for adoption
by the state board.

This bill would also require the state board to make available to the
public all data sets upon which the state board relies in its research
and adoption of these regulations.

The bill would also correct an erroneous cross-reference.

The people of the Sate of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 39601.5 of the Health and Safety Code
isamended to read:

39601.5. (a) Thestate board shall makeavailableto the public
al information described in paragraph-2} (3) of subdivision (b)
of Section 11346.2 of the Government Code, related to, but not
limited to, air emissions, public health impacts, and economic
impacts, before the comment period for-any a regulation proposed
for adoption by the state board. The state board shall also make
available to the public data sets upon which the state board relies
in its research and adoption of these regulations.

(b) In meeting the requirement of subdivision (a), the state board
shall not release proprietary, confidential, or otherwise legally
protected business information. The state board shall release
information in aggregated form, where necessary, to protect
proprietary, confidential, or otherwise legally protected business
information.
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
