Microenterprise.

Existing law defines microenterprise as a sole proprietorship,
partnership, or corporation that has fewer than 5 employees, including
the owner, and generally lacks access to conventional loans, equity, or
other banking services, as provided. Existing law encourages specified
local agencies to access, include, and promote local partnerships that
invest in microenterprise development, as provided.

This bill would expand the definition of microenterprise to include
those entities that have fewer than 10 employees, including the owner,
as prescribed.

Under existing law, various regulations have been promulgated with
respect to the regulation of small businesses.

This bill would declare the Legislature’s intent to enact legislation
that would address issues relating to small business regulations.
