LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

AB 1563, asintroduced, Donnelly. Firearms.

Existing law generally regulates the transfer and possession of
firearms. Existing law defines “firearm” in various ways for various
regulatory purposes.

This bill would make technical, nonsubstantive changes to the
provisions defining “firearm” for those purposes.

The people of the Sate of California do enact as follows:

(g) As used in Sections 29010 to 29150, inclusive, the term
“firearm” includes the unfinished frame or receiver of a weapon
that can be readily converted to the functional condition of a
finished frame or receiver.
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
