 line 4 cancer, experiencing enormous pain and suffering, and they and
 line 5 their families require extraordinary levels of information and
 line 6 support in their struggles against this disease; and
 line 7 WHEREAS, Successful prevention and treatment of many types
 line 8 of childhood cancer have not yet been achieved; and
 line 9 WHEREAS, The conquest of cancer, a complex and intractable

 line 10 foe, requires a high level of commitment in order to provide the
 line 11 necessary resources and research; and
 line 12 WHEREAS, California has many of the world’s finest medical,
 line 13 academic, and commercial institutions, and must continue as a
 line 14 leader in the fight against this terrible disease; and

 line 2 health problem is a crucial step toward finding solutions; and
