SB 458, as amended, Wright. Gangs: statewide database.
Existing law, the California Street Terrorism Enforcement and

Prevention Act, makes it unlawful to engage in criminal gang activity,
including actively participating in any criminal street gang with
knowledge that its members engage in or have engaged in a pattern of
criminal gang activity, and willfully promoting, furthering, or assisting
in any felonious criminal conduct by members of the gang.

This bill would require, prior to a local law enforcement agency
designating, or submitting a document to the Attorney General’s office
for the purpose of designating, a person as a gang member, associate,
or affiliate in a shared gang database, or as otherwise specified, as
defined, the local law enforcement agency to notify the person and his
or her parent or guardian of the designation and the basis for the
designation if the person is under 18 years of age.
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The bill would also require, if the Attorney General’s office houses
a statewide gang database, the Attorney General’s office to update
policies and procedures regarding that database every 5 years.
