An act to amend Section 8050 of the Fish and Game Code, relating
to fish and wildlife.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

SB 764, as amended, Yee. Fish: accounting records: violation.

Existing law requires commercial licensed fisherman and any person
who dealsin fresh or frozen fish for profit to keep prescribed accounting
records. Existing law requires any of this accounting record information
that is transmitted to any business that deals in fish for profit to be in
the English language. Under existing law, a violation of any provision
of the Fish and Game Code, or any rule, regulation, or order made or
adopted under those provisions, is a misdemeanor, unless otherwise
specified.

This bill would require ajperser-in-viotation-of-the reguirement-that
commercial licensed fisherman and any person who deals in fresh or
frozen fish for profit to transmlt the prescrlbed accountlng record

, as further SpeCIerd to any bu5| ness that deals
in fish for profit. By expandl ng the definition of a crime, thisbill would
impose a state-mandated local program.
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The California Constitution requires the state to reimburse local
agencies and school districts for certain costs mandated by the state.
Satutory provisons establish procedures for making that
rei mbur sement.

Thisbill would provide that no reimbursement isrequired by this act
for a specified reason.

The people of the Sate of California do enact as follows:

20 (b) B)—-Aeeeunting-A person identified in subdivision (a) shall

23 section, including, but not limited to, the bill of lading, manifest,
24 advanced shipping notice, or alternative accounting record
25 document, to any business that dealsin fish for profit-shal-be and
26 shall provide the accounting record information in the English

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(c) The accounting records shall be maintained by both buyer
and seller for a period of three years and upon request, shall be
open for inspection during norma business hours by the
department. The accounting records shall be maintained within
the State of California.

(d) The names used for designating the species of fish shall be
those in common usage unless otherwise designated by the
department.

SEC. 2. No reimbursement is required by this act pursuant to
Section 6 of Article XIl1 B of the California Constitution because
the only costs that may be incurred by a local agency or school
district will be incurred because this act creates a new crime or
infraction, eliminatesa crime or infraction, or changesthe penalty
for a crime or infraction, within the meaning of Section 17556 of
the Government Code, or changes the definition of a crime within
the meaning of Section 6 of Article XIlI B of the California
Constitution.
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
