SB 795, as introduced, Lara. Department of Rehabilitation.
Existing law establishes the Department of Rehabilitation within the

California Health and Human Services Agency. Existing law authorizes
the department to adopt, amend, or repeal those rules and regulations
as may be reasonably necessary to enable it to carry out its duties and
powers, as specified.

This bill would make a technical, nonsubstantive change to those
provisions.
