vacancies.

Existing law provides for the calling of a special election to fill a
congressional or legislative vacancy. Existing law requires that the
special election occur within a specified number of days, not to exceed
180 days, following the issuance of a proclamation by the Governor.

This bill would make a technical, nonsubstantive change to these
provisions.

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 line 1 conducted within 180 days following the Governor’s proclamation
 line 2 in order that the election or the primary election may be
 line 3 consolidated with the next regularly scheduled statewide election
 line 4 or local election occurring wholly or partially within the same
 line 5 territory in which the vacancy exists, provided that the voters
 line 6 eligible to vote in the local election comprise at least 50 percent
 line 7 of all the voters eligible to vote on the vacancy.
