AB 1151, as introduced, Santiago. Vehicles: removal.
Existing law authorizes and specifies the circumstances under which

an officer of the California Highway Patrol or a specified person
authorized by a state agency may cause the removal of a vehicle from
property owned or leased by the state and in the possession of the
agency, or from the property of a district agricultural association.
Existing law authorizes those persons to cause that removal to the
nearest public garage after giving notice to the city police or county
sheriff, as appropriate. Existing law also requires those persons to give
notice to the registered and legal owners of the vehicle, or the
Department of Justice, and the owner of a garage in which the vehicle
is stored, as specified.

This bill would make technical, nonsubstantive changes to those
provisions.
