AB 2310, as amended, Santiago. Trial court funding. State employees:
memorandum of understanding.

Existing law provides that a provision of a memorandum of
understanding reached between the state employer and a recognized
employee organization representing state civil service employees that
requires the expenditure of funds does not become effective unless
approved by the Legislature in the annual Budget Act.

This bill would approve provisions of a memorandum of
understanding entered into between the state employer and State
Bargaining Unit 18 that require the expenditure of funds, and would
provide that these provisions will become effective even if these
provisions are approved by the Legislature in legislation other than
the annual Budget Act.

This bill would provide that provisions of the memorandum of
understanding approved by the bill that require the expenditure of funds
will not take effect unless funds for those provisions are specifically
appropriated by the Legislature, and would require the state employer
and the affected employee organization to meet and confer to renegotiate
the affected provisions if funds for those provisions are not specifically
appropriated by the Legislature.
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Existing law establishes the Trial Court Trust Fund, the proceeds of
which are required to be apportioned for authorized purposes, including
apportionment to the trial courts to fund trial court operations. Existing
law, for the purpose of funding trial court operations, authorizes the
Judicial Council to establish bank accounts for the superior courts, into
which are deposited all moneys appropriated in the Budget Act and
allocated or reallocated to each court by the Judicial Council, moneys
held in trust, and other moneys as deemed necessary or appropriate.
“Court operations” is defined for these purposes.

This bill would make technical, nonsubstantive changes to the
provision defining court operations.
