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Under existing law, programs have been established pursuant to bond
acts for, among other things, the development and enhancement of state
and local parks and recreational facilities.

This bill would enact the California Parks, Water, Climate, and
Coastal Protection and Outdoor Access For All Act of 2016, which, if
approved by the voters, would authorize the issuance of bonds in the
an unspecified amount of $3,120,000,000 pursuant to the State General
Obligation Bond Law to finance a parks, water, climate, and coastal
protection and outdoor access for all program.

The bill would provide for the submission of these provisions to the
voters at the November 8, 2016, statewide general election.

This bill would declare that it is to take effect immediately as an
urgency statute.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this chapter,
 line 22 or of the State General Obligation Bond Law, if the Treasurer sells
 line 23 bonds that include a bond counsel opinion to the effect that the
 line 24 interest on the bonds is excluded from gross income for federal
 line 25 tax purposes under designated conditions or is otherwise entitled
 line 26 to any federal tax advantage, the Treasurer may maintain separate
 line 27 accounts for the bond proceeds invested and for the investment
 line 28 earnings on those proceeds, and may use or direct the use of those
 line 29 proceeds or earnings to pay any rebate, penalty, or other payment
 line 30 required under federal law or take any other action with respect
 line 31 to the investment and use of those bond proceeds, as may be
 line 32 required or desirable under federal law in order to maintain the
 line 33 tax-exempt status of those bonds and to obtain any other advantage
 line 34 under federal law on behalf of the funds of this state.
 line 35 5889.09. For the purposes of carrying out this chapter, the
 line 36 Director of Finance may authorize the withdrawal from the General
 line 37 Fund of an amount or amounts not to exceed the amount of the
 line 38 unsold bonds that have been authorized by the committee to be
 line 39 sold for the purpose of carrying out this chapter less any amount
 line 40 borrowed pursuant to Section 5889.09. Any amounts withdrawn
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 line 1 shall be deposited in the fund. Any moneys made available under
 line 2 this section shall be returned to the General Fund, with interest at
 line 3 the rate earned by the moneys in the Pooled Money Investment
 line 4 Account, from proceeds received from the sale of bonds for the
 line 5 purpose of carrying out this chapter.
 line 6 5889.10. All moneys deposited in the fund that are derived
 line 7 from premium and accrued interest on bonds sold pursuant to this
 line 8 chapter shall be reserved in the fund and shall be available for
 line 9 transfer to the General Fund as a credit to expenditures for bond

 line 10 interest, except that amounts derived from premiums may be
 line 11 reserved and used to pay the cost of bond issuance prior to any
 line 12 transfer to the General Fund.
 line 13 5889.11. Pursuant to Chapter 4 (commencing with Section
 line 14 16720) of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the Government Code,
 line 15 the cost of bond issuance shall be paid out of the bond proceeds,
 line 16 including premiums, if any. To the extent the cost of bond issuance
 line 17 is not paid from premiums received from the sale of bonds, these
 line 18 costs shall be shared proportionately by each program funded
 line 19 through this chapter by the applicable bond sale.
 line 20 5889.12. The bonds issued and sold pursuant to this chapter
 line 21 may be refunded in accordance with Article 6 (commencing with
 line 22 Section 16780) of Chapter 4 of Part 3 of Division 4 of Title 2 of
 line 23 the Government Code, which is a part of the State General
 line 24 Obligation Bond Law. Approval by the voters of the state for the
 line 25 issuance of the bonds under this chapter shall include approval of
 line 26 the issuance of any bonds issued to refund any bonds originally
 line 27 issued under this chapter or any previously issued refunding bonds.
 line 28 5889.13. The proceeds from the sale of bonds authorized by
 line 29 this chapter are not “proceeds of taxes” as that term is used in
 line 30 Article XIIIB of the California Constitution, and the disbursement
 line 31 of these proceeds is not subject to the limitations imposed by that
 line 32 article.
 line 33 SEC. 2. (a)  Notwithstanding the requirements of Sections
 line 34 9040, 9043, 9044, 9061, and 9082 of the Elections Code, or any
 line 35 other law, the Secretary of State shall submit this act to the voters
 line 36 at the November 8, 2016, statewide general election.
 line 37 (b)  The Secretary of State shall include in the ballot pamphlets
 line 38 mailed pursuant to Section 9094 of the Elections Code the
 line 39 information specified in Section 9084 of the Elections Code
 line 40 regarding the bond act contained in this act. If that inclusion is not
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 line 1 possible, the Secretary of State shall publish a supplemental ballot
 line 2 pamphlet regarding this act to be mailed with the ballot pamphlet.
 line 3 If the supplemental ballot pamphlet cannot be mailed with the
 line 4 ballot pamphlet, the supplemental ballot pamphlet shall be mailed
 line 5 separately.
 line 6 (c)  Notwithstanding Section 9054 of the Elections Code or any
 line 7 other law, the translations of the ballot title and the condensed
 line 8 statement of the ballot title required pursuant to Section 9054 of
 line 9 the Elections Code may be made available for public examination

 line 10 at a later date than the start of the public examination period for
 line 11 the ballot pamphlet, provided that the translations of the ballot title
 line 12 and the condensed statement of the ballot title must remain
 line 13 available for public examination for eight days.
 line 14 (d)  Notwithstanding Section 13282 of the Elections Code or
 line 15 any other law, the public shall be permitted to examine the
 line 16 condensed statement of the ballot title for not more than eight days.
 line 17 Any voter may seek a writ of mandate for the purpose of requiring
 line 18 the condensed statement of the ballot title, or portion thereof, to
 line 19 be amended or deleted only within that eight-day period.
 line 20 SEC. 3. This act shall take effect upon approval by the voters
 line 21 of the California Parks, Water, Climate, and Coastal Protection
 line 22 and Outdoor Access For All Act, as set forth in Section 1 of this
 line 23 act.
 line 24 SEC. 4. This act is an urgency statute necessary for the
 line 25 immediate preservation of the public peace, health, or safety within
 line 26 the meaning of Article IV of the Constitution and shall go into
 line 27 immediate effect. The facts constituting the necessity are:
 line 28 In order to fund a California parks, water, climate, and coastal
 line 29 protection and outdoor access for all program at the earliest
 line 30 possible date, it is necessary that this act take effect immediately.
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
