An act to amend Section-86854 8611 of the Government Code,
relating to disaster-assistanee: preparedness.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

AB 2595, as amended, Linder. Di%SEaLass-staﬁee—teeal—ageﬁey
alteeations-Local government: disaster preparedness: test exercises.

Existing law, the California Emergency Services Act, authorizes any
city or county to create by ordinance a disaster council for developing
plansfor meeting any condition constituting alocal emergency or state
of emergency. Existing law al so authorizes any city or county to provide
for the calling of test exercises, either singularly or jointly, whenever,
in the opinion of those political subdivisions, those test exercises are
needed.

This bill would instead require cities and counties to provide for the
calling of those test exercises at least twice per year and whenever
needed. By requiring these actions by a local agency, this bill would
impose a state-mandated local program.

The California Constitution requires the state to reimburse local
agencies and school districts for certain costs mandated by the state.
Satutory provisions establish procedures for making that
rei mbur sement.

This bill would provide that, if the Commission on Sate Mandates
determines that the bill contains costs mandated by the state,
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reimbursement for those costs shall be made pursuant to these statutory
provisions.

The people of the Sate of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 8611 of the Government Codeis amended
to read:

8611. Counties, citiesand counties, and cities+nay shall provide
for the calllng of test exercises, either singularly or jointly,
whenever, in the opinion of-sueh those politi cal-subdivisionssueh
subdivisions, those test exercises are-heeded; needed, but at least
twice per year; provided, however, that with respect to any such
test exercise no one shall have the power to command the
assistance of any private citizen, and the failure of acitizen to obey
any order or regulation pertaining to a test exercise shall not
constitute a violation of any law.

SEC. 2. If the Commission on State Mandates deter mines that
this act contains costs mandated by the state, reimbursement to
local agencies and school districts for those costs shall be made
pursuant to Part 7 (commencing with Section 17500) of Division
4 of Title 2 of the Government Code.
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
