WHEREAS, Congress enacted the Fair Housing
Amendments Act of 1988, Public Law 100-430 (102 Stat.
1619 (1988)); and

WHEREAS, The act was intended to extend the
principle of equal housing opportunity to people with
disabilities; and

of the Fair Housing Amendments Act on local
governments, and evaluate how well the act is assisting
individuals with disabilities; and be it further

Senator and Representative from California in the
Congress of the United States.
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
