An act to -amend—Secton—1566-4 atld and repeal Sections
1566.45, 1568.0832, and 1569.88 ttee Health and Safety Code,
relating to community care facilities.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL'S DIGEST

SB 1896, as amended, Ortiz. Community care facilities:
small family homes.

Existing law provides for the licensure and regulation of
community care facilities, —treluding—small—family—hemes,
residential care facilities for persons  with  chronic
life-threatening illness, and residential care facilities for the
elderly by the State Department of SOC|aI SerV|ces—E*|st|ng
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Existing law requires the State Fire Marshal to enforce all
laws and ordinances, any rules and regulations adopted under
the Health and Safety Code, and building standards adopted
by the State Fire Marshall and published in the State Building
Standards Code relating to fire prevention and protection.

This bill would require the department and the office of the
State Fire Marshal each, in consultation with the State
Department of Developmental Services, to promulgate
departmental regulations consistent with the regulatory
requirements of the California Building Standards Code for
fire and life safety for the respective occupancy classifications
into which the State Department of Social Services’
community care licensing classifications fall. The bill would
become inoperative upon the execution by the Director of
Social Services of a declaration that regulations that
implement the bill have been adopted and would be repealed
the following January 1.

SECTION 1. Section 1566.45 is added to the Health
and Safety Code, immediately following Section 1566.4, to
read:

1566.45. (a) The department and the office of the
State Fire Marshal, in consultation with the State
Department of Developmental Services, shall each
promulgate regulations, to apply facilities regulated
under this chapter, consistent with the regulatory
requirements of the California Building Standards Code
for fire and life safety for the respective occupancy
classifications into which the State Department of Social
Services’ community care licensing classifications fall.
These regulations shall do, at a minimum, both of the
following with regard to a residential care facility that
provides care for six or fewer clients, at least one of whom
is bedridden:

(1) Clarify the fire and life safety requirements for a
fire clearance for the facility.

(2) Identify procedures for requesting the approval of
alternative means of providing equivalent levels of fire
and life safety protection. The office of the State Fire
Marshal shall issue regulations to identify alternative
means of protection in this situation. The regulations shall
include the requirement that the facility demonstrate to
the satisfaction of the local fire authority that all clients
can be safely evacuated from the facility in the case of an
emergency.

(b) This section shall become inoperative on the date
that the Director of Social Services executes a declaration
that regulations implementing this section have been
adopted, and, as of the January 1, following the date of the
execution of the declaration, is repealed, unless a later
enacted statute that is enacted before that date, deletes
or extends the dates on which it becomes inoperative and
is repealed.

Section 1568.0832 is added to the Health and
Safety Code, immediately following Section 1568.0831, to
read:

1568.0832. (a) The department and the office of the

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Department of Developmental Services, shall each
promulgate regulations, to apply to facilities regulated
under this chapter, consistent with the regulatory
requirements of the California Building Standards Code
for fire and life safety for the respective occupancy
classifications into which the State Department of Social
Services’ community care licensing classifications fall.
These regulations shall do, at a minimum, both of the
following with regard to a residential care facility that
provides care for six or fewer clients, at least one of whom
is bedridden:

(1) Clarify the fire and life safety requirements for a
fire clearance for the facility.

1569.88. (a) The department and the office of the
State Fire Marshal, in consultation with the State
Department of Developmental Services, shall each
promulgate regulations, to apply to facilities regulated
under this chapter, consistent with the regulatory
requirements of the California Building Standards Code
for fire and life safety for the respective occupancy

SEC. 4. The State Department of Social Services and
the State Fire Marshal may adopt emergency regulations
to implement Sections 1566.45, 1568.0832, and 1569.88 of
the Health and Safety Code in accordance with Chapter
3.5 (commencing with Section 11340) of Part 1 of Division
3 of Title 2 of the Government Code. The adoption of
emergency regulations pursuant to this section shall be
deemed an emergency and considered by the Office of
Administrative Law as necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, safety, and
general welfare.
