LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL'S DIGEST

SB 2184, as amended, Soto. Special eventss—iypermits:
emergency medical services-plan

Existing law sets forth the duties of the Director of the
Office of Emergency Services in coordinating emergency
preparedness activities in the state.

This bill would enact the Christopher King Memorial Act to
require the director on or before January 1, 2002, to do the
following:

(1) Prepare and publish a technical service bulletin
suitable for use by public officials and the owners and
operators of special event facilities, as defined, in the
preparation and adoption of multifunctional emergency
service contingency plans for special event facilities.

(2) Prepare and publish a model ordinance, based on the
technical service bulletin, suitable for adoption by the
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governing bodies of cities and counties for the creation of a
system of permits for the operation of special event facilities.

(3) Prepare one or more training courses on the
management of emergencies at special event facilities, based
on the technical service bulletin, suitable for local officials and
the owners and operators of special event facilities.

(4) Report to the Legislature and the Governor on or
before that date regarding any recommendations for changes
to the state statutes regarding the provision of emergency
medical services, emergency law enforcement services, and
emergency rescue and fire suppression services at special
event facilities.

The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

SECHONA—Chapter3t{commenetrg-wih-Seetion
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SECTION 1. This act shall be known and may be cited
as the Christopher King Memorial Act.

SEC. 2. (a) On or before January 1, 2002, the Director
of the Office of Emergency Services shall do all of the
following:

(1) (A) Prepare and publish a technical service
bulletin suitable for use by public officials and the owners
and operators of special event facilities in the preparation
and adoption of multifunctional emergency service
contingency plans for special event facilities.

(B) In preparing this bulletin, the director shall
consult with persons and groups with training and
experience in the management of special events and
special event facilities, emergency medical services,
emergency law enforcement services, and emergency
rescue and fire suppression services. At a minimum, the
director shall consult with the Emergency Medical
Services Authority within  the Health and Welfare
Agency, the Office of the State Fire Marshal within the
Department of Forestry and Fire Protection, the
California  Fire Chiefs Association, the Emergency
Medical Services Administrators Association of
California, and the Fire Districts Association of California.

(C) The bulletin shall include, but not be limited to,
information regarding the staffing, training, equipment,
communications, and command and control protocols
that are appropriate for various types of special events at
various special event facilities at various locations.

(2) Prepare and publish a model ordinance, based on
the technical service bulletin prepared pursuant to
paragraph (1), suitable for adoption by the governing
bodies of cities and counties for the creation of a system
of permits for the operation of special event facilities.

(3) Prepare one or more training courses on the
management of emergencies at special event facilities,
based on the technical service bulletin prepared pursuant
to paragraph (1), suitable for local officials and the
owners and operators of special event facilities.

(4) Report to the Legislature and the Governor
regarding any recommendations for changes to the state
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statutes regarding the provision of emergency medical
services, emergency law enforcement services, and
emergency rescue and fire suppression services at special
event facilities.

(b) As wused in this section, ‘special event facility’
means any facility that can accommodate 500 or more
people at a public gathering.
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
